HIRICSIISSS

Ticks are blood-sucking parasites that are often found in tall grass,
where they will rest themselves at the tip of a blade so as to attach
themselves to a passing animal. It is a common misconception that the
tick can jump from the plant onto the host. Physical contact is the only
method of transportation for ticks. They will generally drop off of the ani-
mal when full, but this may take several days. Ticks have a harpoon-like
structure in their mouth area, known as a hypostome, that allows them to
anchor themselves firmly in place while sucking blood. This mechanism
is normally so strong that removal of a lodged tick requires two actions:
Once to remove the tick, and once to remove the remaining head sec-
tion of the tick.

Ticks may crawl around on you for hours before becoming attached.
Once it attaches, the best method of removal is with a tweezers, but be
careful. Use a narrow tweezers and grab as closely to the head as pos-
sible. Pull gently until it comes off, and make sure all the head parts are
removed. Then be sure to disinfect the area. If you suspect the tick is a
deer tick, you may want to save it for future identification. Also, keep an
eye on the bitten area in case the characteristic bulls-eye shaped rash
should start to appear. If you show any symptoms or suspect you have
been exposed, a blood test from a physician will be in order.
