As you are all aware there exists in Cobble
Creek an Architectural Committee that will help
you with any questions and requests to obtain
approval to do any of the following:

tree removal / landscaping, home construction
and or additions, sheds, fences, siding,

septic, pools etc. as well as Resale certificates
upon selling.

The committee was established in part to help
keep our beautiful wooded community just as it
IS.

Home plans for construction are reviewed to
keep within guidelines of the homes in the
developments by-laws.

Township permits
must be displayed
during construction of
any homes, additions, fences, pools etc. and
are the homeowners’ responsibility to obtain.

Cobble Creek Architectural Committee will
work with you on your requests in a timely
matter as has been our goal.

FYI cobblecreekestates.com is a wonderful

community site that is very informative regard-
ing the by-laws, rules and deed restrictions.
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We have a very small handful of
residents who feel that they should not
have to pay community association dues.
Invariably their excuse is that “I don’t use
the facilities, why should | have to pay for
them?” That just won’t wash.

Aside from the fact that the association
dues are a legal obligation of which you
were fully informed and for which you
signed legally binding documents at the
time you purchased your home, the asso-
ciation dues are used to maintain commu-
nity assets that are the common property of
us all.

Whether you use the amenities or not is
completely irrelevant; you own your share
of them as community property, and you
benefit from them as assets that improve
the general quality of life in the community
and, more to the point, the property values
of every home in the community. If you
have any doubt of this, ask any real estate
agent how many questions they get about
the pool and tennis and basketball courts,
or ask any one of the many surrounding
neighbors who have asked to use the facili-
ties without the benefit of association mem-
bership—requests which have to be de-
nied, of course. In addition, keep in mind
that every time that you drive into the com-
munity, the Cobble Creek signs are kept lit
every night, painted every two years and
landscaped every spring. All of these
events cost money to maintain on a yearly
bases, your association dues cover these
expenses.

The Cobble Creek Community Asso-
ciation dues are extremely low by both na-
tional and surrounding community stan-
dards. The board goes to great lengths to
keep them as low as possible. They are a
legal obligation, and they are used to the
benefit of every association member.

If you do not pay your dues, the association
will take you to court on behalf of your com-
munity members. Those who do not pay, will
be charged with late fees, court costs and
attorney fees—to the tune of approximately
$400-$500 which will be added to the dues
owed, and you will either have a lien against
your property or the property will be subject
to a sheriff's sale to force payment. There
have been several cases recently that have
had to be taken through this process. The
association has won a judgment in every
single case.

The Board has already established a proc-
ess and we have hired our Treasurer as our
collection’s agent. We are looking into re-
porting lack of payment into the Credit Re-
porting agencies. All this efforts are taking
place on behalf of your association.

If you have special circumstances that make
dues payment a financial hardship, then by
all means contact a board member, and we
will work with you to set up a payment plan
that fits your needs. Otherwise, please do
not expect your neighbors to carry your load
for you; be a responsible member of the
community, please pay your dues.
